Is your child asking for an iPhone or do they already have one? Do

you wonder what they are using it for? Are they a consumer or a

creator? Is it enhancing or harming their relationships? Technology

is not going away. In fact, a nationally representative

survey released in 2015 by Pearson found that 53 percent of 4th

and 5th graders, 66 percent of middle schoolers, and 82 percent of

high school students regularly used a smartphone. Therefore, it's

essential that we learn how to use technology to access information,

encourage innovation, improve communication and increase

productivity.

 

The Tewksbury Education Foundation (TEF) is partnering with the

Tewksbury Township PTA to bring Social Media Night to our school

district on Tuesday, December 3rd, from 6:15 – 8:30 pm at Old

Turnpike School. Parents and students (recommended for ages 10+

years) are welcome to join in person or via live stream to explore

how technology can help or hinder one’s academic and socio-

emotional well-being. The evening will kick off with presentations by

three keynote speakers: 1) Stephen McDermott – Head of Industry

at Google, 2) Donald Parker – CEO and President at the Carrier

Clinic, and 3) Christopher Vaccaro – Assistant Prosecutor at the

Hunterdon County Prosecutor’s Office. These experts will then be

joined by other school community members for a lively Town Hall

Discussion where the audience will be encouraged to ask

questions. Lastly, attendees will have an opportunity to visit

the “Digital Playground” - stations manned by students, teachers,

administrators and industry leaders where information will be

shared about programs and apps that students are frequently using

today such as Instagram, Twitter, House Party, Tik Tok and

Snapchat.
